The activity outlined below is designed to assist students in developing a level of organization with their projects. It can be used on any behavior project  and is easily adjusted to accommodate teacher changes and the needs of different projects. 

Project Packet
As you work through this project, keep careful track of all your papers. EACH of you is required to turn in a project packet that includes all of your work through this project.
 The cover should be a piece of white or colored paper that will have your full name, date, class period, hand-drawn or computer generated artwork, and the title of the project. Work to insure neatness and creativity. 
The second sheet will be an introductory page with three paragraphs written to explain the project, discuss packet contents and detail the highs and lows of your work on the project. 
The third page will be a copy of your Project Task Sheet. 
The fourth page will be another piece of white copy paper titled “Pseudocodes,” followed by the pseudocode page(s) that YOU have written. 
The next page will be another title page, “Final Quiz,” followed by YOUR graded final quiz. 

Next, will be another piece of white copy paper titled, “Conclusion.” This will be followed by your last page, a minimum 5 sentence paragraph that eplains what you have learned from your work on this project and how it might help you further in Robotics.
